Installing and Configuring Procomm Plus 4.8

Please do the following steps to install and configure Procomm Plus.  This program is used as a Terminal Emulator.   It will allow you to connect to our System and properly ‘draw’ our screens while interpreting your keyboard commands.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact our Computer Room at 918-832-7542.  Be sure you can connect to the Internet while doing this software installation – updates to this software will need to be downloaded.

1. Place the CCC Parts Company Inquiry CD into your CDROM.

2. Right-click on Start, click on Explore.

3. Navigate downward to your CDROM and double-click on it. (on the left side of the screen).

4. Double-click on the VPN CD folder (on the left-side of the screen) then double-click on the Procomm4.8  folder (on the left-side of the screen) then double-click on the Welcome.exe file (on the right-side of the screen).  Click on ‘Install Symantec Procomm Plus.

5. Once the installation begins, select Next or Yes for each option - - to take the default settings.  For name – input VPN Client and for Company – input CCC Parts Company.  Next, Next.  Select a FULL install.  Next, Next.  Files will be copied to your system and this will take a few minutes (depending on the speed of your computer’s processor).  After all files are installed – Next, Next, Next.  Close the Readme.txt in Notepad. Liveupdate:  Next, Next, Finish, Skip (this part will require that you be connected to the Internet).  When the systems asks if you would like to restart – Yes should be selected – Finish.  Your system will reboot.  

6. Once Windows has loaded – Next, Next, Next – click the Telnet Client button.  Click Skip on the Registration page (since this software is already licensed with a multi-user license).  Finish.

7. Copy the kcsi.kbd file into Procomm. Right-click on Start, click on Explore. Navigate downward to your CDROM and double-click on it. (on the left side of the screen).  Double-click on the VPN CD folder (on the left-side of the screen) select the kcsi.kbd file (one click) – Edit (at top of screen) – Copy.  Navigate upward on the left side until you see Program Files – Double-click – double-click Symantec – double-click Procomm – Edit (at top of screen) – paste.  Close Explore. 

8. At Helpful Hints – click on the Display at Startup box (so that it won’t load each time) – then click OK.

Within Procomm - Options - System Options - System Options

Select the Data Tab - select the

Data Options Button - Advanced tab - Duplex=Full

Terminal Options button - Current Terminal=ATT 605, Terminal Update=fast, 

Terminal Scroll Method=Repaint Window

Terminal Keyboard File=kcsi.kbd (at the top), my Scrollback pages=100 [it’s up to you]

Window Colors Button - Patterns=None, de-select Display Terminal Frame, 

Just select the OK in the lower left and all of those setting will take effect.

Close Procomm for now.
